LIST Usage and keyboard dos/disk commands

Install: 

Copy the file list.com into your root directory, usually C:\

Uninstall: 
Just remove or delete the file list.com

To run/use:
In Windows XP: click the Command Prompt icon, it’s usually in 

                             Start\Programs\Accessories. In other version of Windows click

                             the Dos icon.

Depending on how the Command Prompt or Dos shortcuts have been configured, you will now

have either a full screen or Dos-box, with a black background and a white text command prompt.

You must be on the root of the C:\drive (or wherever you put list.com) in order to run LIST, so to

get to it, at the prompt-cursor type,    cd\       then press Enter.

Now the prompt will display               C:\ > 

At the C:\ >  prompt type,                  list        then press Enter.

LIST is now running. The List display has a black background & yellow text.

Using the keyboard arrows you can now scroll (highlight) through all the folders/files on your C:\drive.

Folders/Directories & sub-directories:

To  open (see contents of) a folder/ directory:   Highlight the folder, now press Enter.

To exit out of the folder and return to the previous window:  Highlight the first line at top left of the list and press Enter.

If you open one or more sub-directories/folders, do this in each folder window until you are back on the C:drive.

Files:

To see the contents of a file: Highlight the file-name then press,  e  

The Editor window will open displaying the file contents. Be wary of changing file contents unless

You know what you’re doing!

The Editor can be closed via Menu/Mouse. Or via keyboard,  Alt+f+x  (this will Save the file and then close it).

On exit, you will be returned to the LIST window/screen.

Exiting LIST & returning to Windows:

Either do as the Help instructions say or,  just press the Esc key.

LIST will close and you will be back in a dos screen.

To return to Windows desktop: At the prompt type,   exit     then press Enter.

To access another Drive from the command prompt:
If you want to access other Drives you must have a copy of list.com on the root drive. 

i.e: if you have a  D drive there must be a copy of list.com on the root of D.

At  the dos screen command prompt you would type,     d:          then press Enter.

                        The prompt-cursor will be displaying       d: >

                        To run List on this drive just type             list        then press Enter.   

Navigating in DOS-mode 

If  you just want to browse around in ‘dos’ mode here’s a short quick refresher:

At the Command Prompt type the following then press Enter:

To change to another drive (say, f drive):




 f: 
To view a list of files/folders on another drive:
  


dir d:
To enter a directory/folder on the drive you’re browsing:


cd folder-name
To view the contents of a directory/folder on the drive you’re browsing:

dir folder-name
To view contents of a folder on another drive:                             

dir c:\windows\fonts
To go to or return to the root drive that you’re browseing: 


cd\   

To go to the previous folder you were browseing:



cd ..  (note the space before the 2 dots)  

Display Switches   (i.e: /p and /w )

1) To view the contents of a directory/folder one screen at a time:       

dir /p    

2) And if the folder is on another drive from the one you are on (say d:):

dir c:\windows\fonts /p
To view the above in Wide Format use the /w switch:

             For 1)     dir /w 

             For 2)     dir c:\windows\fonts /w 

Or use both together:

             For 1)     dir /w /p
             For 2)     dir c:\windows\fonts /w /p
NOTE: There must be a space before switches;    command, space, front-slash, letter 
To EXIT from dos-mode to Windows: At the command prompt type,   exit     then press Enter.
